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2. INFORMATION

2.1
The Localism Act 2011 and the Members' Code of Conduct require Borough, Town and Parish Councillors and Co-opted Members to register their interests as defined under the Act and the Code. 
2.2
Following the recent Local Elections all new and re-elected members of the Borough and Town and Parish Councils were required to complete a Register of their Disclosable Pecuniary Interests (DPI) and other Interests and send it to the Monitoring Officer within 28 days of their election as a member. It is now a criminal offence not to register DPIs.
2.3
Attached at Appendix 'A' is a table setting out the current position with regard to the return of the Register of Interests. The paper copies of the Borough and Parish Councillors' interest forms are kept in the Democratic Services Office. Under the Localism Act it is now a requirement that copies of all Registers, including Town and Parishes are published on the Borough Council’s website.
