2. INFORMATION
2.1 On 17 February 2010 the Executive discussed the possibility of staging World Cup Football in the Market Place for England’s first game in the evening of 
12 June 2010.
2.2 During discussion the Committee expressed the view that the event should ‘only take place at no extra cost to the Council’  It was suggested that external funding be sought from local companies to fund the screening of World Cup matches, tickets for which should be available by pre-registration only, and aimed at families,  with strictly no alcohol to be allowed. 
2.3 At that stage it was believed that the total costs of the event would be circa £12,000.  However,  estimates have now been revised down as set out in the table below:

2.4 It is proposed that the event be fully ticketed and there is a choice to be made regarding ticket charging.  Estimated income from ticket sales is based on the proposal that a family ticket for 2 adults and 2 children should be £5, generating income of approximately £500 towards the cost of staging the event.  This approach would enable approximately 400 people to be within the enclosure (estimated capacity for the space available within sight of the screen).  Should members decide not to charge for the event, the current estimated shortfall would increase by £500.
2.5 A licence from FIFA is required to screen the football match.  The licence fee provides a good opportunity for a local business to provide sponsorship to cover the cost.
2.6 The Church Parish rooms have been booked for the evening to enable toilet facilities to be available.  There is also the opportunity to service refreshments from the parish rooms.  Again, this provides a good sponsorship opportunity for local food suppliers and supermarkets.
2.7 The World Cup Football event could be seen as a pilot for a series of regular events in the Market Place to celebrate the variety of nationalities living and working within the borough.  Different cultural and ethnic groups could be invited to use the space throughout the summer to provide an ‘around the world in Kettering’ series of multicultural events; which might include dance, music, food, art, craft, language and drama.  If members wish the idea to be pursued, local groups will be invited to put forward proposals, which will then be timetabled throughout the year.
3. CONSULTATION AND CUSTOMER IMPACT
3.1 The Evening Telegraph has agreed to promote the event in their World Cup Special Supplement which is currently being compiled.

The Police have indicated that they are relaxed about an event which is alcohol free, family orientated and stewarded by KBC.

4.1 Kettering Borough Council’s Sustainable Community Strategy states the need to create a vibrant heart for Kettering; a place that is characterful, distinctive and fun. It also states that we want to enable access to good quality leisure opportunities and need to create a high quality open space in Kettering Market Place

USE OF RESOURCES       
5.1 
The table at paragraph 2.4 outlines the estimated cost of putting on the World Cup Screening on the 12 June.

The costs are less than those previously reported to Committee, and a small amount of external sponsorship has been secured to reduce the costs further.  Currently, a small external funding gap of just below £2,700 exists.  Efforts are on-going to try and close the gap through sponsorship from major local suppliers or those aspiring to be in the area (e.g. supermarket chains).  The internal costs will have to be met through existing budget but are shown in the table for completeness.
