2.1 This Committee, at its meeting on 26th January 2010, agreed a series of subjects for scrutiny from the crime and disorder agenda, and this is the third. It concerns the prevalence of antisocial behaviour in and around council housing and the actions taken to support prevention and enforcement.

· Activities delivered by the Council to support education and prevention.
