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2.
INFORMATION
2.1 An application for review of the premises licence for Bar Q Bano, Ebenezer Place, Kettering has been received from Northamptonshire Police. A copy of the application for review is attached at Appendix A. 

2.2 A copy of the current licence is shown at Appendix B;

2.3 A plan indicating the location of the premises is enclosed at Appendix C
2.4 The representation relates to concerns of ongoing alcohol related violence at the premises together with evidence of poor practices and poor management at the site.
2.5 Despite correspondence and meetings with the licensee during 2009 and early 2010 incidents and offences continued to occur at the premises with plain clothes police officers witnessing a sale of alcohol to a drunken individual in May 2010. The member of staff concerned was given a fixed penalty notice for this offence.
2.6 Details of the matters of concern and statements from relevant police officers are contained within the review papers.

2.7 Having considered the application and representations before it, the Committee may decide to take no further action or consider action as detailed in section 52 of the Act in relation to determination of reviews which may be as follows:

(a) to modify the conditions of the licence; 

(b) to exclude a licensable activity from the scope of the licence; 

(c) to remove the designated premises supervisor; 

(d) to suspend the licence for a period not exceeding three months; 

(e) to revoke the licence; 

and for this purpose the conditions of the licence are modified if any of them is altered or omitted or any new condition is added.

Where the authority takes a step mentioned in subsection (a) or (b), it may provide that the modification or exclusion is to have effect for only such period (not exceeding three months) as it may specify.
