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2.
INFORMATION
2.1 An application for a premises licence for ASDA, Northfield Avenue, Kettering has been received. A copy of the application is attached at Appendix A.  The steps to be taken to meet the licensing objectives are detailed at Part P of the application form.
2.2 A plan indicating the location of the premises is enclosed at Appendix B
2.3 The application is for two licensable activities at the site – late night refreshment and supply of alcohol for consumption off the premises. The hours for late night refreshment are 23.00 – 05.00 Monday to Sunday, the hours within which the legislation requires that a licence applies. The hours for supply of alcohol are 0.00 to 24.00 Monday to Sunday.

3.2 A number of public representations have been received which are enclosed at Appendix C.

3.3 The Committee may wish to review the representations in the first instance to decide if they should be considered as relevant to this application.
3.4  A relevant representations is one which:

· is about the likely effect of the grant of the premises licence on the promotion of the licensing objectives,

· is made by an interested party or responsible authority within the consultation period,

· in the case of representations made by an interested party (who is not also a responsible authority), that they are not, in the opinion of the relevant licensing authority, frivolous or vexatious.
3.5 The licensing objectives are the prevention of crime and disorder, the prevention of public nuisance, public safety and protection of children from harm.

3.6
The committee will need to consider which representations or parts of representations relate to the general operation of a supermarket type premises at this site on a 24 hour basis and which representations or part are relevant to the activities included in this application.

3.7 For the Committee’s information there is also a fuel filling station on this site which is outside of the licence application but may influence usage of the site, especially vehicles.
3.7 The need for such a business and the health issues associated with excessive alcohol consumption are not considerations within the remit of the Licensing Act 2003.
4.
POLICY IMPLICATIONS
4.1 Section 17 of the Crime and Disorder Act 1998 requires that local authorities and others must consider crime and disorder reduction while exercising all their duties.

4.2 The Authority’s Statement of Licensing Policy contains the following guidance. Please note that these paragraphs are identified within this report for their relevance but the Policy Document should be considered in its entirety. Paragraph numbers are from the policy document.

2.7

Licensing is about regulating the provision of licensable activities on licensed premises, by qualifying clubs and at temporary events within the terms of the Licensing Act 2003. The terms and conditions attached to various permissions will be focused on matters which are within the control of individual licensees and others granted relevant permissions. Accordingly, these matters will centre on the premises and places being used for licensable activities and the vicinity of those premises and places. 

2.8
This authority will primarily focus on the direct impact of the activities taking place at the licensed premises on members of the public living, working or engaged in normal activity in the area concerned.  It must however be recognised that licensing legislation is not a mechanism for the general control of anti-social behaviour by individuals once they are beyond the direct control of the individual, club or business holding the licence, certificate or permission concerned.
2.11
The objective of the licensing process is to allow for the carrying on of retail sales of alcohol and the prevention of public nuisance, prevention of crime and disorder, public safety and protection of children from harm. It is the Licensing Authority’s wish to facilitate well run and managed premises with licence holders displaying sensitivity to the impact of the premises on local residents.

2.16
Licensing hours should not inhibit the development of a thriving and safe evening and night-time local economy which is important for investment and employment locally and attractive to domestic and international tourists without compromising the ability to resource local services associated with the night-time economy. Providing consumers with greater choice and flexibility is an important consideration. The legislation does not provide for standard closing times. 

   2.17
Shops and public houses will generally be permitted to sell alcohol during the hours they intend to open. Entertainment providers will be encouraged to provide a range of entertainment during their operating hours and to promote live music, dancing and theatre for the wider cultural benefit of the community. It will be a matter for individual applicants to address the licensing objectives in their operating schedule within the context of the nature of the location, type of premises, entertainment to be provided, operational procedures and the needs of the local community.

   5.5
In general terms, this Authority supports the view that, with regard to shops, stores and supermarkets, they should be free to provide sales of alcohol for consumption off the premises at any times when the retail outlet is open for shopping unless there are very good reasons for restricting those hours. For example, a limitation may be appropriate following police representations in the case of isolated shops known to be a focus of disorder and disturbance.
