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2.
INFORMATION
2.1. The council is empowered by Section 27 of the Policing and Crime Act 2009 and Schedule 3 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 to require that sexual entertainment venues be licensed. In order to impose that requirement the council or duly delegated committee must first pass a resolution to adopt those provisions.
2.2. The resolution to do that must specify the date when it comes into force, being not less than one month after the date of the resolution. Furthermore the resolution must be advertised at least 28 days before it comes into force (section 2 of the 1982 Act as applied to sexual entertainment venues by s27 of the 2009 Act).
2.3. On 7th October 2010 the committee as the duly delegated committee of this council considered a report recommending a resolution that the provisions authorising the licensing of sexual entertainment venues be adopted. However the report for that meeting failed to draw the committee’s attention to the need to specify a date for the coming into force of the provisions. It was also not mentioned at the meeting.
2.4. In consequence the resolution to adopt the provisions passed by the committee at that meeting failed to specify such a date and is defective.
2.5. In view of the requirement to give 28 days notice and to allow time to make the necessary arrangements for advertising the Head of Democratic and Legal Services recommends that the committee specify a date for the resolution of 7 October to come into force, in so far as it relates to adoption of the provisions, be 6 weeks from the date the further resolution is passed
