2.1
Following the local elections in May, Kettering Borough Council is now seeking nominations from town councils for a town council representative to sit on the Kettering Borough Standards Committee.

2.2
The implications for local Standards Committees under the Localism Bill have not yet been finalised. However, it is unlikely that any new arrangements will be implemented within the next twelve months.
2.3
Attached at Appendix 'A' is a copy of Standards for England's guidance notes on the role and make-up of Standards Committees.  The Council's constitution provides for one town council representative and one parish council representative on its Standards Committee.

2.4
Any town councillor is eligible to stand for nomination, subject to the provisions contained in the guidance.  Those nominated at the meeting should be proposed and seconded and a vote will then be taken by the A6 Towns Forum on the person to be recommended for the seat on the Committee.  The appointment is then made by Full Council.

2.5
A special responsibility allowance for the town council representative is payable under the Council's Scheme of Members' Allowances, which is subject to review in 2011.
