	Site Description

The application property a grade 2 listed cottage was historically an estate cottage associated with Pipewell Hall which lies on the northern side of Oakley Road within the village of Pipewell. The front of the dwelling is visible from the adjacent highway, however land associated with Pipewell Hall surrounds the north and western side of the property and although there are views of the site from the access to Pipewell Hall to the east the property is set back from the driveway behind the gate lodge and therefore the rear elevation is not considered to be particularly visible. Works to alter and extend the property in accordance with KET/2010/0494 have commenced.

Proposed Development

This application seeks a non-material amendment for the installation of a conservation type rooflight on the rear roofslope of the approved single storey side extension.

	A non-material amendment application is not a planning application and therefore there is no requirement to determine in accordance with s. 38(6) of the Planning Act 2004 (applications to be determined in accordance with the development plan) and instead the consideration is the effect of the change, together with any other previous changes. Therefore the main consideration is whether the introduction of a conservation type rooflight would materially alter the appearance of the overall building.

The overall size and design of the extension would not be altered and the proposed rooflight would be located on the rear roofslope of the approved extension. The proposed rooflight would therefore not be highly visible and taking into account its size and its location it is considered that the proposal would not materially alter the appearance of the building. 

Comments raised by the proposal

Listed building consent (LBC) was also granted for the proposed extension. Since there is no procedure to apply for a non-material amendment to a separate LBC application has been submitted and is awaiting validation.

Conclusion

It is considered that the proposed rooflight would not materially affect the overall appearance of the extension and therefore it can be dealt with as a non-material amendment to KET/2010/0494. 
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
