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2.
INFORMATION
2.1 The Northamptonshire Minerals and Waste Development Framework (MWDF) will be the land use planning strategy for minerals and waste related development in the county. It will set out the strategy for investment in new waste and minerals development in Northamptonshire, and where in the county it should be located.
2.2 The MWDF includes a suite of documents which together will address all aspects of minerals and waste planning. These documents and the stage they are at in production is detailed below:

Core Strategy

The Core Strategy sets out the broad strategy for minerals and waste development in the County and the amount of provision needed for such development. This document was adopted by Northamptonshire County Council on 20 May 2010.
Locations for Waste Development Development Plan Document (DPD)

The Locations for Waste Development DPD identifies specific sites for waste related development. This document was submitted to the Secretary of State on 31 March 2010. A consultation on minor changes took place for six weeks from 13 May 2010. The majority of these minor changes related to changes made to the Core Strategy at Examination stage, improving clarity and sentence structure and to correct inaccuracies. The minor changes included an alteration to the boundary of the Telford Way Industrial Area to remove a small area of residential development as requested by KBC in response to the proposed submission consultation.
Locations for Minerals Development DPD

The Locations for Minerals Development DPD identifies specific sites for minerals related development. This document was submitted to the Secretary of State on 31 March 2010. A consultation on minor changes took place for six weeks from 13 May 2010. The majority of these changes relate to changes made to the Core Strategy at Examination stage, improving consistency and clarity and correcting inaccuracies.
Proposals Map
The Proposals Map identifies sites on a detailed map. This is updated as MWDF documents are adopted.
Control and Management of Development DPD
The Control and Management of Development DPD covers aspects of controlling and managing minerals and waste related development, such as traffic, environmental impact, amenity impact and after use following temporary development. . This document is now at Proposed Submission. Consultation on the Proposed Submission runs until 22 July 2010.
Development and Implementation Principles Supplementary Planning Document (SPD)

The Development and Implementation Principles SPD provides guidance on reducing waste and the provision of waste management facilities in new development, as well as the design and restoration of minerals and waste facilities. This document was adopted in 2007 but is due to be reviewed when the above DPD’s are in place.
CONTROL AND MANAGEMENT OF DEVELOPMENT DPD PROPOSED SUBMISSION
2.3 The Control and Management of Development DPD covers aspects of controlling and managing minerals and waste related development, such as traffic, environmental impact, amenity impact and after use following temporary development.

2.4 A consultation on the Control and Management of Development DPD Preferred Approach took place in October and November 2008. The Preferred Approach document set out in broad terms the issues proposed to be included in the Plan and provided details on the wording of policies. Kettering Borough Council responded to this consultation supporting all of the preferred approaches set out in the document.
2.5 NCC is now consulting on the Control and Management of Development DPD Proposed Submission. This is the final stage of consultation before the DPD is submitted to the Secretary of State. At this stage comments made must relate to the “soundness” of the Plan. To be sound the DPD must be justified, effective and consistent with national policy.
2.6 The key aspects of this document are:

· It provides policies that deal with the principle of waste management and disposal facilities on sites not allocated in the Locations for Waste Development DPD. (Policies CMD1, CMD2 and CMD3)

· It provides policies that deal with the principle of minerals related development for sites not allocated in the Locations for Minerals Development DPD (CMD4, CMD5 and CMD6)

· It provides policies relating to locally specific factors which need to be considered when determining proposals for minerals and waste development on allocated and non-allocated sites. These policies :
· Protect natural assets and resources

· Protect landscape character

· Protect the historic environment

· Set out requirements for layout and design quality

· Protect minerals safeguarding areas

· Prevent land use conflict

· Set out requirements for restoration and after-use

· Set out how implementation of minerals and waste development will be controlled and managed

These are reduced from the number of policies set out in the Preferred Options document. There are no policies on traffic, rights of way, flooding, water quality, local amenity, agricultural land and unstable land because national guidance and legislation already cover these and Northamptonshire County Council has identified that no further Northamptonshire-specific guidance is necessary.

Officer Comment:
2.7 The document has been produced following regulatory requirements, the approach taken has been justified and the document is consistent with national policy. Therefore it is not proposed to make any more comments at this stage.

CONSULTATION AND CUSTOMER IMPACT

Kettering Borough Council is a consultee to this consultation. Responses to the consultation should be made by Thursday 22 July 2010. Following this consultation the document will be submitted to the Secretary of State. The DPD will be subject to a Public Examination with an independent Planning Inspector.

POLICY IMPLICATIONS
4.1 When adopted the Minerals and Waste Development Plan Documents will be a policy document, which will provide an up to date Development Plan framework for the control of mineral working and waste disposal. Planning proposals will be determined in accordance with the plans unless material considerations indicate otherwise.
