· 2.0.5 and 2.0.13 – Should reference the Alledge valley
· 2.0.9 - The development for wind turbine generation is too high in density on this site. 
· 2.0.10 - Reference to the local area and of East Kettering, the impact of the Cranford Business Park, extension of the Wind Farm, the Landfill Site and Blackbridge Farm should all be detailed in this section.

· 2.0.11 – Empowerment of the community.

· 2.0.13 - Specific sustainable drainage systems should include Alledge Brook in the parish of Cranford.

· 2.0.14 - The ‘Green Corridor’ needs to be established before the development of East Kettering commences.
