(To be split into equal annual amounts with grants being paid in advance in two stages during the year).
Mandatory and discretionary council tax relief (subject to eligibility). 

Contribution towards to car parking costs of volunteers while they are working in the town centre.
Core Service Objectives:
· Provide activities for young people prioritising people who are not in employment education or training, which keep them engaged in positive activities. 
· Provide an outreach / detached service aimed at young people to encourage them to join organised activities prioritising 10 – 19 year olds in targeted locations as defined by the Kettering Borough Sector Commander and the Head of Community Services of Kettering Borough Council.
Minimum requirements
1. Increase in provision of diversionary activities for young people that encourage active and healthy lifestyles (in addition to those provided by KBC and its partners).
2. Target specific groups (e.g. NEET) and targeted locations. 
3. Provide detached youth outreach in priority identified areas.
4. Increase access to and availability of activities for young people (e.g. Transport).
5. Link to other relevant specification providers who can help add value to this specification.
6. Acknowledge the funding and support from Kettering Borough Council when providing this service.


7. Be available Monday and Fridays between the hours of 9am and 5pm to receive referrals about the targeted locations. The arrangement to obtain information and provide feedback to be agreed and reviewed by all parties as required.

8. Have a service which can be available on two evenings per week as required. The evenings and times to be agreed and reviewed by all parties as required.

9. Attend and contribute to the monthly Anti Social Behaviour Unit Team Meetings
10. Increase interaction between young people and adults in local communities.
11. Contribute to local understanding of causes of antisocial behaviour and    lifestyle choices by young people
12. Use agreed Common Assessment Framework (CAF) processes
13. Ensure that its Child protection policies and procedures accord with Northamptonshire County Council's Local Safeguarding Children Board's procedures
14. Deliver re-assurance home visits to local residents as required.

Outcome

Young people are positively engaged in activities and there is a decreased perception of anti social behaviour caused by young people
Young people take part in activities which promote and encourage active and healthy lifestyles.
Young people and adults interact positively in communities. 
Performance Indicators:
a) Minimum of 3 different activities per week for 2 hours a session with increased sessions during school holiday periods.  Target 400 hours in total.
b) X hours provided for detached / outreach work and details of sessions

c) Number of engagements with RAG matrix ASB offenders.

d) Description of befriending and advice given at sessions highlighting focussing on services such as smoking cessation, alcohol harm, teenage pregnancy
e) Minimum of 10 geographical locations targeted

f) 600 young people benefiting from the services provided
g) To reduce percentage of residents perceiving a high level of anti-social behaviour
h) An annual report which contributes to local understanding of causes of antisocial behaviour and life style choices by young people and can be used to decide on appropriate future interventions

i) To reduce percentage of people perceiving teenagers hanging around the streets as a problem
j) No. of groups and locations targeted
k) Attendance at quarterly monitoring meetings with a designated Lead Officer from KBC
l) Acknowledge the funding and support from Kettering Borough Council when providing this service.
m) Actively seek other funding to develop / extend the service that help achieve the outcomes of this SLA with a target of 75% achieved.
